Call to Order – by President Peter Darley at 7:32 a.m.  Mr. Darley extended a warm welcome to all in attendance.  He acknowledged and thanked all meeting sponsors. 

(Via electronic technology) Mr. Larry Dodson saluted the USA and Canada through his renditions of their national anthems.  Invocation was delivered by Mr. Tim Dean.  Members of the Board were introduced.  New members and first-time attendees were acknowledged.

Roll Call – by Secretary Harold Boer.  At the call of roll, 45 member companies were in attendance; a quorum was declared.  [See attendance list following these minutes]; self-introduction of members.

Proof of Notice of Meeting – Notice of this meeting was provided to all members via email dated June 14, 2010, pursuant to the association bylaws.

Review and Enter Minutes – After discussion and upon motion duly made and seconded, with no errors or omissions noted, it was:

Antitrust Guidelines/Non-Discrimination Policy – Legal Counsel Jim Juneau reminded members that it is the policy of FAMA to abide by the antitrust guidelines of the United States, as well as FAMA’s strict non-discrimination policy at all association meetings.
Treasurer’s Report – by Treasurer Greg Kozey.  A written report was distributed that provided the Profit & Loss Budget v. Actual Report for the period January through September 2010.  [See attached.]  Power point slides were reviewed.  

Board of Directors Report – Mr. Darley outlined the activities of the Board since the spring meeting.  It has been a busy year, but with a strong board and engaged committees, the association is doing well.  FAMA is financially healthy, goals and initiatives are on target with a positive look toward the future.  FAMA members continue to work together to benefit their customers, our nation’s first responders, and FAMA continues its work with FEMSA in a number of areas.  This meeting will provide good content and good synergy.  All members are encouraged to volunteer where they can on standing committees; sharing the workload and providing new input helps the association grow stronger.

Committee Reports

A. Bylaws – George Goros (for Bill Bruns) indicated that the committee is working on a total
revision and reduction of the bylaws.  The plan is to have a proposed set of bylaws available for review for the 2011 spring meeting. 

B. Governmental Affairs – Mike Power.  As Mr. Power advances onto the Board next year,
Mr. Ken Creese will step up as the committee co-chair for FAMA.  The major initiatives of the GAC are Hill Day and Home Day – a relationship business with a need to be on a first-name basis with local congressmen and senators, along with their staff members.  In 2011, one goal will be to make Home Days simple so that many more members will become engaged.  The GAC will continue to promote core initiatives: (a) full funding for the Fire Act; (b) reauthorization and continued support for the program; and, (c) full funding for the U.S. Fire Administration.
C.  Statistics – Jack McLoughlin and his team were thanked for their hard work on this project
over many years.  Mr. North presented the report highlighting historical trends from 1998 to 2010.  He provided positive reasons to support the need to report pricing and costs going forward.
D. Education – David Reid.  Mr. Reid addressed the objectives of the 2010-2011 survey that
is under development, along with the anticipated schedule and timing of the survey.  In addition, he reported on the 2010 Turner memorial scholarship awarded this year, and extended appreciation to member/sponsor Akron Brass for continued support of this program. 

E.  Meeting Planning – John Swanson.  Past and future locations were reviewed; discussion
of the 2012 spring meeting planned for Aruba.  Issues raised related to safety and respect for those involved in the 1993 accident; it was the consensus of the membership at-large that Meeting Planners look into other Marriott island options.
F.  Membership – Anthony Gonzalez.  A goal was to grow the membership by 10% this year;
the committee has achieved 67% of that goal with eight new members.  The committee also identified 27 potential ambulance manufacturers.  Allowing ambulance manufacturers to join FAMA is a pending issue that will be dealt with through the Long Range Planning Committee and its survey. 
G.  Marketing – Phil Gerace.  The committee was successful in fulfilling its goals set for
2010, and is working on 2011 goals to support all FAMA committees through a press release program and wherever there is need.
H.  Technical – David Durstine.  Two meetings were held this year – at the FDIC in
Indianapolis, and at the FRI in Chicago.  A steering committee has been formed to evaluate and develop a viable plan for meeting schedules going forward.  A committee co-chair has been sought.

Mr. Durstine also provided a report on NFPA 1901 covering 1901, 1906, 1911 and 1912 standards.  For 1906 and 1911, ROPs posting is 12/22/10 and will be available for comment for 60 days. 

I.  NFPA 1500 & 18 – Peter Darley (for Dominic Colletti).  NFPA 18  Technical Committee
is responsible for NFPA 18 and 18A; 18 is through cycle and complete; 18A completed in fall 2010 and the document has been released.  Next meeting is fall of 2012.  For NFPA 1500, the last meeting was in May 2010 with upcoming meetings October 7-9 and February 2011.
J. FEMSA/FAMA 2010 Survey - Results on NFPA Standards [Mr. Crosby Grindle of

NFPA was admitted only to this segment of the meeting; slides provided by Mr. Weinmeister/FEMSA] – The survey focused on how fire departments view NFPA standards.  Survey questions were submitted by the FAMA and FEMSA boards and ran for eight months in FEMSA member media publications; also was advertised through members’ product deliveries information.  Results were shown in bar graph form.  [See survey results within the full meeting presentation on the FAMA web site, secure member area.]

Focus for 2011 – Mr. North shared his focus points for next year:

A.  Continue with the positive momentum that has been created within the FAMA organization under the leadership of Peter Darley and past presidents.

B. Improve our services to core membership (fire, rescue and command OEM’s and suppliers)

C. Develop a long range strategy that will provide direction and targets for the future of FAMA
